MAINTENANCE

Seals

After each use, wipe the seal and the sealing surface of the tub with a damp cloth. This will 
prevent dirt and debris from accumulating and causing minor leaking.

Spray the seal with a silicone spray once a week. 

Visually inspect the seal for rips or tears once a week.

Drains

Before each use, ensure the drain is free from objects (i.e. hair, face clothes, pieces of 
soap) which may clog the drain and prevent drainage.

Temperature

Check fill temperature once a month with a separate thermometer. Ensure the mixing valve 
temperature matches the temperature of the water flowing from the fill spout. If needed, 
adjust the mixing valve (see Calibrating the Mixing Valve on page ***).

Quick Connects

Visually inspect quick connects once a month for o-ring wear, cracks in plastic, and wearing.

Disinfectant

Ensure there is enough disinfectant to properly disinfect the tub before each use. Refill as 
necessary.

Hoses

Visually inspect the shower hoses and handles for cracks once a month.

Mixing Valve

Once a week, turn mixing valve knob to its highest and lowest settings. This will ensure 
extended, trouble-free operation (prevents moving parts from seizing up).

TROUBLESHOOTING

PROBLEM POSSIBLE CAUSE

Whirlpool motor will not start      -Pump has not been connected to junction box
-Breaker has been tripped
-Whirlpool air switch has leak in switch or air hose
-Motor is physically damaged

Disinfectant system is not working -Disinfectant bottle is empty
-Intake hose is not at the bottom of the bottle
-Disinfectant hose disconnected from the injector
-Disinfectant hose is pinched or punctured
-Injector is clogged

Whirlpool motor stops in mid-cycle -Motor has seized up
-Pump has become clogged with hair/debris
-GFCI has tripped
-Mains power failure

Whirlpool motor is on,
no water circulation -Water level not high enough

-Intake is clogged
-Jets are clogged
-Air control is closed

Actual water temperature differs
from the temperature displayed
on the mixing valve or LCD display -Mixing valve has loosened, requires re-calibration

-Facility's hot/cold water pressure insufficient
-Screens on the mixing valve core are clogged
-Check valves need adjustment
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TROUBLESHOOTING

PROBLEM POSSIBLE CAUSE

Door is leaking -Seal/sealing surface on tub is dirty
-Door is sitting too high/low on the tub
-Seal is cut or damaged

Tub fills very slowly -Ensure the facility’s feed line valves are open all the 
way
-Screens on the mixing valve core are clogged
-Check facility’s water pressure

Vacuum breaker is leaking -Seal in the breaker is worn out or debris is preventing 
seal from closing
